PUBLIC HEARING – TAX RATES FOR 2016
Chairman Alsop opened the public hearing on the proposed tax rates for 2016.  After hearing no comments, the public hearing was closed.

ADOPTION OF TAX RATES FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2016

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors does hereby approve the Fiscal Year 2016-2017 Projected Annual Fiscal Plan for the School Fund totaling $10,175,207, to be appropriated as follows:  Local funds in the amount of $3,491,188 will be appropriated on July 10th or as soon thereafter as the Board of Supervisors approves.  The remaining budgeted amount of $400,000 may be appropriated on or about the April 2017 regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors. All revenue actually received by the King and Queen County Treasurer from the State or Federal Government for the benefit of the School Division for use in Fiscal Year 2016-2017, will periodically be appropriated by the Board of Supervisors (both revenue and expenditures) but in no event shall any State or Federal monies be appropriated before they are actually received and deposited by the Treasurer.  In the event that there is a reduction in funding from either or both the State and Federal sources used in projecting the School Fund of $10,175,207, The Board of Supervisors is expressly not obligated to increase local funding to cover said reductions.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors in order to encourage greater frugality does hereby establish that any unspent local funds remaining in the School Fund at the end of Fiscal Year 2016-2017 shall be transferred to the Reserve Fund for School Construction.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors does hereby approve the Fiscal Year 2016-2017 Annual Fiscal Plan to include the additional fund categories:
