Minutes of the Meeting

Chairman Alsop called the Budget Workshop meeting to order, noting that all members were present.

County Administrator Thomas Swartzwelder advised that the agenda for tonight is budget presentations and workshop.

Sheriff Charboneau was present providing an over-view of his budget request  and advising that the Compensation Board has increased the salaries for deputies and with that increase it has caused an issue with the scale.
Commissioner of the Revenue Kelly Lumpkin was present providing an over-view of her budget request, mentioning  an increase in postage, mileage, office supplies  and asked that the Salary for the Clerk position start at the beginning level $25,500.00 and asked that the board take into consideration.

Clerk of the Circuit Court Vanessa Porter was present advising that she did not have a lot of changes.  She was however asking for an increase in printing due to changes from other departments relating to the land record book; increase in postage and because of the vacancy savings, she took part of it and moved a $1,000.00 to postage and bought quite a bit before it was lost.  Office supplies was also increased due to increase in cost.  Education expenses was increased due to new deputies in the office.  Ms. Porter advised that she found that their copy fees that they normally reimburse the County for cost of lease for their copier, $139.50 a month, no longer have to be submitted to the State, so remaining collections that they have for copy fees (.50 cent) will be sent to the County.

Schools

Mr. Swartzwelder advised that the Schools were suppose to hold their public hearing however their prepared advertisement was not run in the Tidewater Review.  So the School Board has not adopted a budget.   

Superintendent of Schools Carol Carter and Ms. Wright, Finance Director for the Schools were present.  Mrs. Carter provided an over-view of the Schools proposed budget.  Mrs. Carter provided a handout to the Board relating to their proposed budget.  Mrs. Carter asked for the Boards support, mentioning that their top priorities were Instruction and Safety.  

Following the presentations listed by the Departments above, the Board held a budget work session on the entire proposed county budget.
A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the workshop meeting.
